Sue and Doug Hulsebus asked the Acting County Coordinator  Rockie to have their name removed from the website announcement 2/16/2025 concerning Anna stating below regarding  family members in response to a question from Rockie explaining how to handle State officiates  members  blocking the County from standing up.  So Anna Von Reitz asked us to tell them we thank them and they should move on, well they haven’t moved on. Any Assembly member can ask for a meeting on this subject if they so desire.  The only officials we have on State are Michelle Schmidt Treasurer ,  Aaron Lucey Chairman Pro Tem and Rockie Roper has announced intentions to train for State Co Coordinator.  The only other people on State are Sue And Doug Hulsebus.  Let it be known Michelle, Aaron, and Rockie are not blocking us, they are facilitating us.    Truth shall prevail and truth matters. Denise revised the announcement from the original Feb 16 version to this revised posting: 

As self-governing men and women, conducting ourselves with honor, respect, integrity, peace, and love, we keep the Peace and uphold the Public Law, and apply the Maxims of Law. To this end, this weekly coordinator call to educate coordinators discussed issues such as family members holding official positions and coinciding undisclosed other concerns, which has been present in Nevada, and various other states.  Therefore, we are instructed by Anna Von Reitz to thank those who should leave for their service and pass along the message from  Anna, and we do so in good faith.  We wish them both well in their new adventures, wherever it may take them.
Anna stated to The Assembly,* “….. And so if it's just one family, at a certain point, (they ) they've reached the end of their ability to outreach, or they're slowing down ,anyway. You had another family. You got another whole cadre of different people to, You got a whole bunch of different skill sets, different outlooks coming on board, and that's good. That's what we need and what we want. And you know, you can tell them that for me.  We appreciate everything everybody's done.
……It's not that. We do appreciate them. We're very grateful for what everybody's done, but we have to keep expanding and growing …, our family, you know, keep adopting more Americans back home. … I describe it as a rescue operation, you know.”
