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Step 1: State Militia Assembly creates a list of Food Banks by County.

Step 2: State Militia Assembly identifies what Counties are represented in their own General Assembly by where everyone lives. Assign those Assembly(wo)men to contact their local Food Banks. Split up the remaining list of Food Banks among yourselves to contact.

Step 3: Call the local Food Band contact person, lead out on the call with introducing that you’re the American Government and looking to provide the community with relief due to food stamp cuts. You want to provide:
· Delivery from Food Store Chain to that local Food Bank. You will need to identify specific Food Banks spread throughout the State in strategic Counties.
· Compensation to hire more helpers if needed to handle the added work load than what the Food Bank normally expects.
· On-site Assembly(wo)men to distribute information and assist with portal sign-ups to the recipients who have had their food stamps suspended so the American Government can pay that allotment directly to their bank accounts for the month of December and January.

Step 4: Follow-up with these questions to find out:
· Do you have need for extra food for your communities?
· How many families are you normally able to feed?
· How many families do you anticipate to be added to that number for the months of December and January?
· Do you have available warehouse storage space for additional food deliveries?
· Would you be able to secure additional volunteers to handle the additional workload?
· Do you have security on location during the hours of your food dispensing to prevent crime?
· Would you need additional security for the additional community traffic coming to get food?
· Does your local County or City Sheriff routinely provide you with on-site security to prevent crime?
· What are your hours and days of food dispensing?
· What is your ratio of paid workers to volunteers who handle the workload from setup to tear-down?
· Will you be able to distribute a community flyer (print and digital) that we want to provide you of this supplemental food provisions coming from the American Government?
· Would you be open to a few of our government’s Assembly(wo)men setting up a table on-site to speak to the community members?
· How much more costs, if any, would you incur with this additional delivery of food and the additional man hours needed to handle distribution?

Step 5: Prepare State and/or County Assembly(wo)man for manning a table on-site:
· Copies of documents and/or witnessing for Status Correction.
· Practice elevator pitches on how to join their County Assembly Militia and what its duties are. 
· Copies of the two Correct Your Status Brochures, State and/or County Assembly brochures and International Public Notice postcards.
· Laptops or Notepads to assist community members to enroll in the sign-up portal for recipients of suspended food stamps to receive payments directly to their bank accounts from the American Government.
· Purchase a large banner Peace flag or pole flag to setup on-site at your table.
· Power radios and backup battery supply and stablish network channels and operations for daily emergency communications.

Step 6: Prepare materials to have available to hand out to community members:
· Brochures
· Postcards
· Peace Flags
· 1779 Declaration and 2 Witness Statements documents

Step 7: Design a Food Delivery Announcement from your American Government Assembly – printed flyer version and digital version – to be provided to the Food Bank contact person to distribute throughout the community and on social media.

Step 8: Provide Food Bank with Assembly contact information:
· Website URL
· State Assembly Militia Commander
· County Militia/County Sheriff

Step 9: Assess your County Assembly’s Security Capacity:
· Is there a County Sheriff elected for any Counties? Is their any one on their County who would want to be that advocate for peacekeeping?
· Have your State Assembly sent out the de facto County Sheriff’s notices?
· Does any Assembly(wo)man have a working relationship with de facto County Sheriff’s to communicate the security needs for the food bank location?
· Are your State Assembly Militia and/or County Militia or Community Resiliency Unit (CRU) emergency communications equipment maintained and operational?
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
